Model United Nations is a simulation of the United Nations and other international bodies that allows students to 
learn about global issues and enhance their skills in research and public speaking by representing the interests and 
policies of countries from around the world.

We host more than 500 student delegates at GSMUN 
each year, having welcomed schools from as far away as Illinois for a 
weekend of debate and learning for more than two decades.
